In Confirmation, we are making disciples by developing the biblical 
world view in kids, leading the way to a faith relationship in Jesus. 
 
Course: 
Confirmation began in December. Every week, students completed readings in Luke and Acts 1-3, following 
the history of Jesus’ life through the early church. The Bible reading and homework questions based on 
Jesus’ teachings prepared students for the next topic.  This year, the class was cut short due to the 
pandemic.

I Believe: The Apostles Creed, The Triune God, Gospels – eyewitness accounts 
God the Father: In the Beginning, God. 
God’s Big Story: God’s faithfulness 
Jesus: God the Son 
The Holy Spirit: Third person of God, His work, fruit, and gifts. 
The Bible: the Authority of God’s Word 
God’s Law: What God wants 
Faith: Trust and Obedience 
Evangelism: Planting His seed and reflecting His Light 
God’s Power: Miracles, and the Sovereignty of God 
Missions and Outreach: Out in the World 
Closer to God: Prayer and the Spiritual Disciplines 
Sin: Grieving God 
God’s Grace: Repentance, forgiveness, and transformation 
The Sacraments: Baptism and Communion 
Memory work: The Apostles Creed, Books of the Bible, Lord’s Prayer, 23 Psalm, 10 Commandments, various 
scripture verses.
